The versatile forward not only is
putting up solid numbers, he’s play-
ing with confidence. 

And he’s giving the Pacers a
much-needed lift off a bench that
contributed little in the first half of
the season.

“In the beginning (of the year),
everything was going too fast,” said
Granger, who averages 6.6 points and
4.6 rebounds per game. “As I’ve been
playing more and more, it has
slowed down a little bit, and I find
myself playing better.

“The more I get on the court, the
higher my confidence goes.”

And the better the Pacers seem to
perform.

“Danny Granger had a great night
(Tuesday),” Indiana coach Rick
Carlisle said. “We’re a better team
when he plays the way he played. He
did a lot of things. It wasn’t just
scoring. He rebounded. He came up
with key deflections, little things.

“We need him, obviously, to contin-
ue to play at that level and to give us
that lift off the bench.” 

Johnson, meanwhile, is lifting a
starting lineup that is missing

injured players Jermaine O’Neal
(groin), Jamaal Tinsley (elbow) and
Austin Croshere (concussion). 

A nine-year veteran playing for his
sixth NBA team, Johnson has aver-
aged 18.8 points and shot 56.1 per-
cent from the field in the past four
games. He has started 27 games and
averages 7.7 points and 4.0 assists for
the season.

In light of recent performances,
Johnson might not automatically
resume his backup role when Tinsley
returns from the injury that has side-

lined him for nine straight games. 
If nothing else, Johnson is on even

footing with rookie teammate
Sarunas Jasikevicius, who played
ahead of Johnson early in the season
when Tinsley was healthy.

For now, at least, Jasikevicius
backs up Johnson.

“With the situation that we have,
with three quality point guards,
you’ve got to put your best foot for-
ward and try to get your name in that
rotation and try to keep it there,”
Johnson said. “So I’m just trying to
take advantage of this opportunity,
and the big man upstairs is blessing
me that things are going my way.”

And Granger’s.
“He’s coming into his own,” Johnson

said. “With the rookies, they’re going
to have ups and downs. But whenever
he gets a chance to just focus on the
task at hand and get the ball and
make some plays, he takes advantage.

“We’ve come to expect him to play
well now.”
