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our more contestants get the
boot on tonight’s “American
Idol” (8 p.m., Fox).

But she was perfect, Rhimes
said. 

“In the surgeon world that she’s
in, Miranda shouldn’t necessarily
be there,” Wilson said, tearing up.

And she doesn’t worry
about any of that. I hope I have
some of that in me.” 

Afterward, as fans lurched
toward the stage for autographs,
Pompeo mused about the show’s
popularity. 

“The chemistry between the
cast is very important,” she said.
“We’re a family and have respect
for each other. And we have fun,
which comes across.”
