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“A
merican Chopper” 
(9 p.m., TLC) enters its
fourth season on a new

network, and the Orange County
Choppers prepare to open a vast
new facility that will incorporate
their garage, service center, retail
store, offices and a display center
where visitors can watch the guys
work. Can a Teutul theme park be
far behind? 

The season opener features a
contest between Paul Teutul Sr.
and Paul Jr. to build a prototype
bike that represents the future of
the Chopper line. Dad opts to go
old school, while his namesake
crafts a more audacious and tech-
nically challenging bike. 

It’s no secret why the
“Chopper” show and franchise
continue to grow. The bonds of
affection between gruff patriarch
Paul Sr., son Paul Jr. and court
jester Mikey are as obvious as
their shenanigans are amusing.
And once you get beyond the
many scenes of garage pranks
and “let’s blow something up”
field trips, this show boils down to
craftsmanship, design and 
creativity. 

Strip away the differences on
the surface and it’s clear that
“American Chopper” and cable hit
“Project Runway” share a lot in
common. It may be hard to imag-
ine Paul Sr. rubbing elbows at a
posh cocktail party with Tim
Gunn, but both shows come down
to talent, skill and making artistic
choices under pressure. 

And while we’re on that subject,
the pastry reality series “Ace of
Cakes” (10:30 p.m., Food
Network) returns for a second
season. 

• The staff of Sacred Heart
Hospital breaks into song and
dance on a musical episode of
“Scrubs” (9 p.m., NBC, TV-14),
featuring a soundtrack of clever,
silly, catchy tunes written by
Robert Lopez and Jeff Marx
(“Avenue Q”). 

There’s nothing like a musical
to make you look at a show in a
whole new way. Some years back,
when “Buffy the Vampire Slayer”
was sliding into oblivion, creator
Josh Whedon concocted a musical
episode that was truly memorable. 

A lot of series have mimicked
“The Singing Detective” over the
years. Heck, a few years ago I
heard that “The Powerpuff Girls”
were going to come out with their
own rock opera. I’m kind of sorry
that never happened, or at least
never aired. 

Tonight’s “Scrubs” presents a
fast-paced romp through the last
half-century of Broadway musical
styles, from big song-and-dance
numbers to intimate solos under
floodlight. Several numbers take
their cue from “West Side Story,”
and at least one show-stopper
seems lifted straight from
“Grease.” 

The production numbers begin

when a patient is admitted after
insisting that everyone in her field
of vision is bursting into song. But
even though the musical is taking
place only in her head, this
“Scrubs” special manages to
advance several plot points. 

Elliot wants her own place and
Carla wants to return to work, and
they don’t know how to tell the guys
because they’re too busy singing.

The supreme looniness of “30

Rock” rings clear in the lips-
scrunching phrase “rural juror.” 

“It came out of a discussion in
the writers’ room last June,” said
Tina Fey, star of the NBC come-
dy. “I said, ‘You know what two
words I cannot pronounce 
properly?’” 

After a few abortive efforts by
Fey’s co-writers (who, like her,
made “rural juror” sound akin to
“ruhhr-juhhrr”), everyone was so
pleased “we wanted to hurry up
and get it on the air before some-
one else did. As if someone else
would stumble on such a random
joke.” 

Random jokes, droll characters
and strangely relatable life dilem-
mas are all being fused by Fey
and company into the season’s
funniest new sitcom. Just say “30
Rock” (airing at 9:30 p.m.
Thursdays) is as chockablock
with laughs as anything on TV. 

Fey plays Liz Lemon, creator-
producer-writer of a live variety
show reminiscent of “Saturday
Night Live” (from which Fey, of
course, hails). 

Lemon’s days are filled not just
with pulling the show together,

but, more to the point, mediating
between her two volatile perform-
ers, Tracy Jordan (fellow “SNL”
alum Tracy Morgan) and Jenna
Maroney (Jane Krakowski, “Ally
McBeal”), while attempting to
ward off Jack Donaghy, the med-
dling NBC exec who oversees
Liz’s show (as well as other
sundry pieces of parent General
Electric’s empire). 

Played with reptilian breeziness
by Alec Baldwin (who this week
snagged a Golden Globe for his
achievement), Donaghy could be
described as a polished version of
bullying boss Lou Grant from the
classic “Mary Tyler Moore Show.” 

And in Lemon, you might say
Fey has created for herself a new-
millennium Mary Richards,
laboring not in a Minneapolis TV
newsroom but as one tiny cog in a
global corporation. 

The growing richness of “30

Rock” makes Thursday a natural
home, where NBC’s “Must-See
TV” tradition took hold a quarter-
century ago. 

Of course, after “Seinfeld,” the
unfortunate arrogance reflected
in that slogan caught up with the
network as later comedies rou-
tinely misfired. Since then, view-
ers have mourned and maybe ide-
alized bygone Thursday lineups
boasting “Cheers,” “Frasier” and
“Friends” (but also “Veronica’s
Closet,” “Caroline in the City”
and “The Single Guy”). 

Since December, any longing
for the past can be laid to rest. 

The night now begins at 8 p.m.
with the madcap “My Name is
Earl,” followed by the sublimely
woebegone “The Office” and hos-
pital high jinks on “Scrubs”
(which tonight features an
inventive full-scale musical
episode), then concluding with
“30 Rock.”
